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Fire Triangle Worksheet

1 . Fires need heat, fuel, and oxygen to burn. This is known as the “fire triangle.” Draw a triangle below and label
each of the three sides with the word and a picture for each of the three parts.

2, Initially, the heat is provided by an ignition source, which can be human or natural. Name two natural and
two human-caused sources of heat for fire ignition.

Natural Human-caused

Oxygen is available in the air. Weather has a great influence on when fires occur and on how they spread. Hot
temperatures and dry winds can create severe fire conditions by affecting fuel, moisture, and oxygen. What
can dry winds do to fuels to make them more likely to burn?

If you cut off any one of the three elements—heat, fuel, and oxygen—a fire will not burn. What are some
ways that firefighters might cut off each of the three parts of the fire triangle?
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
